REPORT ABSENCES 

A reminder: if your child is sick or absent, you are required to 

notify the school as soon as possible on the day of absence by 

either telephone, there is an option to leave a message on the 

absence line, or you can log into Compass and update your 

child(ren)ôs attendance on there.  You are only required to 

notify full day attendances, as half day attendances are      

registered here at school either when your child(ren) arrives at 

school or departs during the day. 

 

Notifying the school of your childôs absence either prior to, or 

on the day that they will be away, helps ensure the safety and 

wellbeing of children and will fulfil your legal responsibility.  

 

If your child is absent and the school has not been contacted, 

we will ring you as soon as practicable on the same day. If we 

are unable to contact you, the absence will be marked as   

unexplained. 

 

DROP OFF AND PICK UP AREAS REMINDERS
